Drug WebQuest

Introduction

The use of drugs is killing many teenagers. What are drugs? The scope of this WebQuest is to 

· Discuss the effects of narcotics, stimulants, depressants, hallucinogens, and inhalants, on the body

· List some physical, emotional, social and legal consequences of using illicit drugs, and alcohol.
· Demonstrate the ability to apply advocacy strategies and skills to enhance personal, family and community health.

The Task

You are a research expert hired by the Department of Health and Human Services to investigate the drugs available to teens today.  You will be assigned a particular drug to research. The Department of Health and Human Services would like to know the social, physical and, psychological implications of the drug on people. After researching the information, you will be required to make a fact-based presentation with a persuasive position as to why NOT to use this drug. Provide charts and pictures to represent your findings. A PowerPoint presentation will be expected. 

Areas to include in your PowerPoint:  Try to use at least one slide per area.

1. Title Slide including Name, topic, date, etc

2. Slang names or street names of the drug

3. Classification of drug
a.  examples:  stimulant, depressant, etc.
4. What does this drug look like?  How is it administered?

5. Are there any short term or immediate effects of the drug on the body? 
a. What happens to the person when they take the drug? 
b. Explain the drug reaction within the body. 

6. Are there any long term effects on the body?  If so, what are they?

7. Are there any legal consequences to using this drug?  If so, what are they?  

a. Examples of legal problems may include: domestic violence, divorce, and child custody matters, violations of probation from previous criminal matters, theft, fraud, tax evasion, assaults, etc.

8. Are there any emotional consequences to using this drug?  If so, what are they?

9. Are there any social consequences to using this drug?  If so, what are they?

10. Are there any statistics or trends pertaining to this drug? 

11. Resource slide(s) including links to websites used for research.
